We focused on the 
most vital part of self: the Spiritual component. As the 
Spirit of God moved powerfully among us, many 
youths were inspired to respond: 
•18 learners gave their lives to Christ. 
•41 rededicated their lives to Him. 
•3 facilitators also gave their lives to Christ. 
Every learner present responded to the altar call, and 
even the camp manager was moved to tears!

Spotlight on 2024’s Courage Youth King: Wiseman 
Mncube 
In a world where many are faced with unimaginable 
challenges, the story of Wiseman Mncube, our 2024 
Courage Youth King, is one that truly exemplifies strength, 
resilience, and the power of hope. 

Wiseman’s journey began in Mozambique, where he 
tragically lost both of his parents. He was recruited as an 
illegal miner in 2022, desperately trying to survive in a 
foreign land. At just 16 years old, he found himself in South 
Africa, alone and uncertain of his next steps. Yet, in the 
midst of his struggles, Wiseman made a life-changing 
decision: he wanted to go to school. Despite being too old 
for Grade 6, his story touched the hearts of a school’s 
staff, and they accepted Wiseman as a student with open 
arms. He worked tirelessly, pouring his heart into his 
studies, and completed Grade 6 and 7. In 2024, he was promoted to Grade 9, skipping 8th grade!  

Though his life has been marked by hardship, Wiseman has found a home with a retired pastor who 
opened her home to him. She provides him with shelter and shares her pension money to help him. This 
kindness, amidst his struggles, has been a lifeline for Wiseman. 

Looking ahead, Wiseman has big dreams. He is determined to study Electrical Engineering, and with his 
unwavering drive, there is no doubt that he will achieve it. It’s been a privilege to work with Wiseman at 
Courage Youth and contribute to his inspiring journey.
